Nominations received for the 2012 Medal for Distinction in Engineering Education will be evaluated based solely on the information provided for each of the categories listed below.
A)
Summary of qualifications and experience effectiveness (maximum one page).

B)
Independent evidence of impact of teaching (40 points) (maximum three pages).

C)
Independent evidence of contributions to education demonstrating that the nominee has played a leadership role in the development of university teaching and learning beyond the nominee’s own courses (10 points) (maximum two pages) 

D)
Independent evidence of contributions to outreach demonstrating that the nominee has played a leadership role in their commitment to the development and growth of the Canadian engineering profession and engineering education programs (10 points) (maximum two pages). 

E)
Independent evidence of service to students demonstrating that the nominee has played a leadership role in their commitment to the development and growth of the Canadian undergraduate student (40 points) (maximum two pages).
Completed nomination forms should not exceed 10 pages using a 12 pt font. Letters of support (to a maximum of three) are recommended and will not be included in the page count. Any supporting documentation, such as résumés and media clippings may also be submitted but must not exceed 5 pages. The page count will start with the Summary of qualifications and experience effectiveness.

Engineers Canada requires only one original copy of the nomination package.

All categories must be addressed and describe the work and achievements of the nominee, which would quality the nominee for the award. All information should be as concise as possible.
The nomination form should be sent to the nominee’s provincial/territorial licensing body for their president’s signature. The licensing body will, in turn, send it to Engineers Canada. It is the responsibility of the principal nominator to ensure that the completed nomination form is sent to Engineers Canada.
