Nominations received for the 2012 National Award for an Engineering Project or Achievement will be evaluated based solely on the information provided for each of the categories listed below.

A)
Impact on society, and/or industry, and/or engineering (30 points). The number of individuals whose lives have been positively affected by an engineering project or team of engineers, whether it can be applied to future engineering projects by other teams of engineers, the magnitude of the positive impact by a project or team of engineers, and the importance of the project or team of engineers to Canada’s economic and social well-being.
B)
Ingenuity (20 points). The ingenuity displayed in the conception, design, and execution of an engineering project, or by a team of engineers, whether it can be applied to future engineering projects or by other teams of engineers, and whether it has advanced the field of engineering.
C)
Project complexity (20 points). The complexity of a project and/or the problems overcome by a team of engineers, as well as the cost effectiveness and future applicability of the solutions used to overcome problems.
D)
Environmental and economic impacts (20 points). The magnitude of the Canadian economic growth created by a project or by a team of engineers, and whether this was achieved in a manner that promoted sustainable development and/or minimized environmental impacts.

E)
Client Expectations (10 points). The extent to which a project or the work provided by a team of engineers met client expectations, and whether it was completed in accordance with budget and completion date estimates.
Completed nomination forms should not exceed 10 pages using a 12pt font. Letters of support (to a maximum of three) are recommended and will not be included in the page count. Any supporting documentation, such as résumés and media clippings may also be submitted but must not exceed 5 pages. The page count will start with the Impact on society, and/or industry, and/or engineering.
Engineers Canada requires only one original copy of the nomination package.

All categories must be addressed and describe the work and achievements of the nominee, which would qualify the nominee for the award. All information should be as concise as possible.
